Through the ministry of the Sunday School, Renee was 
ready to “ask Jesus into her heart” at the age of 6, during 
VBS. During her High School years her Sunday School 
teachers challenged her – and the rest of the youth group – 
to pray and read the Bible each day, to grow in faith and in 
the Lord.  Renee took that challenge and grew in her faith by 
leaps and bounds!  She was baptized at age 16 in 
obedience to Christ and to say to Him, “I’ll go where you
